French and Irish breds will be major challengers, as
always – but the likes of Carruthers, Diamond Harry,
Planet of Sound, Punjabi, Restless Harry, Barbers
Shop and What A Friend will be flying the flag for the
British-bred contingent. 

Flat Racing on Turf starts at the end of March, to be
boosted this year by the Racing Post Yearling Bonus
Scheme (Prize Fund of £2.6m), in tandem with the
Racing Post Breeze-up Bonus Scheme, which offers
a prize fund of £500,000. 

Anna Powell has recently been promoting the
excellence of British Bloodstock and Racing in
Bahrain, Dubai, and Abu Dhabi – while GPG has
been doing likewise in Oman (see International
Report). 

BBM are looking forward to hosting delegations from
Korea, Iran and Mongolia, later this month. 

Twenty European breeders from Germany, Italy,
France and Spain are scheduled to visit both
Newmarket and Lambourn in the middle of May – and
a party of Belgians will be coming to Newmarket for
July week.
